40 Days for Life Prayer Campaign

Brother Knights,

I am excited to share with you the news of the upcoming 40 Days for Life prayer campaign
in Fort Worth. For this year, the fall 40 Days for Life prayer campaign will take place from
September 22 thru October 31. If you are unfamiliar, The 40 Days for Life is a 40-day
peaceful, prayer campaign focused on bringing about an end to abortion through prayer
and fasting, community outreach, and a 40-day, round the clock, prayer vigil kept in front of




the Planned Parenthood abortion clinic at 301 South Henderson Street in Fort Worth. If you
need additional background information, please see the attached tri-fold brochure about the
40 Days for Life.

As is the case every year, we really need the help and the participation by the Knights of
Columbus. | encourage you to sign up for a time slot on our schedule, which is a weekly
commitment to be present in prayer on the sidewalk across from Planned Parenthood for
that particular hour for each of the weeks of the campaign, which is only a short 6 weeks.
You can participate as a Knights of Columbus council or you can come out and pray on
your own as an individual. And if you are unable to participate in the prayer vigil on the
sidewalk, please join us in prayer at home. Any contribution that you can make is greatly
appreciated. We especially need help with the night hours (esp. midnight to 5:00 am)
because we try to keep the ladies off of the streets at night.

I would like to also encourage you to attend our Kick-off Rally, which will be held on the
first day of the campaign, Wednesday, September 22nd at 7:00 pm on the sidewalk in front
of Planned Parenthood. The speaker for the Kick-off will be Abby Johnson. Abby is the
former director of Planned Parenthood in Bryan/College Station that had a conversion
experience and left her job last fall during the 40 Days for Life. We are expecting a
wonderful, powerful, and uplifting speech to kick-off our 40 Days for Life, and we don't want
you to miss it!

Please join us in prayer as we continue our work to bring about an end to abortion. Thank
you all for everything that you do to help bring about a culture of life. Please contact me if
you need any additional information or have any questions.
