 ―Our primary objective is to prevent people from en-
tering secret societies by offering the same, if not bet-
ter advantages to our members,‖ he wrote. ―Secondly 
to unite the men of our Faith throughout the dio-
cese...that we may gain strength to aid each other in 
time of sickness; to provide for decent burial, and to 
render pecuniary assistance to the families of de-
ceased members.‖ 
 There it is in a nutshell: Charity, Unity and Fraternity.

¶ Due to overwhelming volume, coupons that are not separated into the proper categories will NOT be ac-

cepted.
